1. What does Psalm 103 teach us about the mercy of God? How is mercy defined? 
 

2. How have you seen God’s daily mercies working in your life today? 
 

3. Some have unfortunately suggested that the Old Testament is filled with God’s wrath 
while the New Testament shows God’s mercy. How does Pastor Tim’s sermon remind us 
that God never changes and His mercy is seen throughout the Bible? 
 

4. Pastor Tim mentioned several stories from the Bible that portray examples of God’s 
mercy. How did God show mercy in each situation? Which of these reminds you of 
God’s mercy in your own life? 
 

5. How does the story of David and Mephibosheth in 2 Samuel 9 encourage you to show 
mercy and kindness? 
 

6. What do we learn about showing mercy and compassion from the parable of the Good 
Samaritan in Luke 10:25-37? 
 

7. According to 1 Timothy 1:12-16, how is God’s patience an act of mercy? What is the 
purpose of this patience? Have you thanked God for His mercy? 
 

8. How will you receive God’s mercy this week? How will you live out mercy this week?
